
 
Though Old Testament theology has a close relationship 
to the New Testament the two have discrete witnesses of 
their own.  Therefore Old Testament theology must state 
the Old Testament’s unique message before 
incorporating the New Testament perspective.  The 
ultimate goal is still to produce biblical theology yet to 
unite the testaments at the proper moment.  This 
procedure is sound on historical, canonical and 
exegetical grounds and will make scriptural unity plainer 
than starting from the opposite end of the canon.  It will 
also help the Old Testament’s unique value for theology 
be clearer.
