
Four Remarkable Traits of the Newborn Church
Acts 2:42 (part 2)

REVIEW (The bigger picture of 2:42-47):

Acts 2:42-47 reveals four remarkable traits of the newborn church.  In Acts 2 the church was born:
I. With unwavering devotion, 2:42.
II. With God’s undeniable presence, 2:43.
III. With unrestricted unity, 2:44-47a.
IV. For uncommon growth, 2:47b.

Within 2:42, the church was born with unwavering devotion to:

I. The teaching of the apostles.  (Last week:  6 facts surrounding the apostles’ teaching)

II. The fellowship.

Four statements regarding biblical fellowship:

1. Fellowship is established on the gospel foundation.

2. Fellowship is accessible because of gospel familiarity.

3. Fellowship is defined and protected by the gospel fence.

4. Fellowship is marked by gospel forms:  The One Anothers (see page 2).

How we express that we belong to one another (have fellowship):

Love one another. Jn 13:34; 13:35; 15:12; 15:17; Rm 12:20; 13:8; 1 Th 3:12; 4:9; 1 Peter 1:22; 4:8; 1 John 3:11; 3:23; 4:7; 4:11; 4:12, 2

Be at peace with one another. Mark 9:50

Encourage one another. 1 Thess 4:18; 5:11; Hebrews 3:13; 10:25

Teach one another. Col 3:16; Romans 15:14

Admonish one another. Col 3:16

Serve one another John 13:1; Gal 5:13

Carry one another’s burdens. Gal 6:2

Be kind and compassionate to one another. Eph 4:22

Have equal concern for one another. 1 Cor 11:33

Accept one another. Romans 15:7

Be patient with one another. Eph 4:2

Forgive one another. Col 3:13, Eph 4:32

Speak to one another in psalms, hymns, and spiritual songs. Eph 5:21

Greet one another (with a holy kiss). 1 Cor 11:33; 16:20; 2 Cor 13:12

When you come together to eat, wait for one another. 1 Cor 11:33

Use whatever gift received to serve one another. 1 Peter 4:10

Don’t grumble or slander against one another. James 5:16

Do not lie to one another. Col 3:9

Bear with one another. Col 3:13

Don’t be conceited, provoking one another or envying one another. Gal 5:26

Stop passing judgment on one another. Romans 14:13
